o Controlled Substance lockup system if to be left unattended
i Configured in such a way that medical personnel have access to
patient to begin and maintain basic and advanced life support
care.
i Configured in such a way that allows patient airway maintenance
and adequate ventilatory support from the secured, seat-belted
position.
